The colours are reminders of
dark chocolate and red chilli
peppers. The unusual stripe

sequence spices up this scarf

just as chilli spices up your
hot chocolate.

REQUIREMENTS

Yarn: Debbie Bliss
Cashmerino Astrakhan
(60% wool/30%
microfibre/10% cashmere,
70m/50g)

3 x 50g (MC) Brown (04)

2 x 50g (CC1) Dark Red
(24)

2 x 50g (CC2) Light Red
(06)

Needles: 4.5 mm/US7
straight needles, or size
needed to obtain correct
tension

TENSION

16 sts and 28 rows =
10cm/4inches in stocking
stitch

Stripe sequence

*10 rows MC garter st
2 rows CC2 st st

2 rows MC garter st
2 rows CC1 st st

2 rows MC garter st
2 rows CC2 st st

10 rows MC garter st
2 rows CC1 st st

INSTRUCTIONS

Cast on 40sts in MC and
work 2 rows in garter

st. Work stripe sequence
from * to ** and repeat as
set until piece measures
approx. 170cm/67inches.
Work 12 rows MC in garter
st. Cast off loosely.

FINISHING
Weave in all loose ends and
block if desired.
